DAY | — BUDAPEST

Welcome to Budapest, proud capital of Hungary.

DAY 3 = VIENNA

RIVERSIDE
CHOICE offers a panoramic city tour and walk
through the historical district; a visit to the
Habsburgs’ primary residence at Hofburg Pal-
ace, including its lavish Treasury; time at the

DAY 4 — DURNSTEIN / MELK

heart lore. If you're feeling active, lace up your
hiking shoes for a brisk trek up to the castle or
enjoy the scenery from the seat of an electric bi-
cycle. A tasting of the Wachau’s popular wines is
also available. Rejoin your ship for lunch and sce-
nic cruising to Melk for an encounter with its
splendid Baroque abbey or a visit to Artstetten
Castle to see where descendants of Archduke
Franz Ferdinand of Austria still reside today!

DAY 5 — PASSAU

A lot of exciting possibilities today! Early risers
might enjoy a day trip to Mozart's exquisite Salz-
burg or to medieval Cesky Krumlov in the Czech
Republic. If you prefer a more leisurely start to
the day, enjoy scenic cruising and afternoon ar-
rival in Passau, where the Inn, llz, and Danube
meet. Awaiting your discovery are a RIVERSIDE

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DAY 6 — REGENSBURG

Join an expert
guide to see the Old Town with its King's Gate,
former customs house, Executioner’s Bridge, and
more. Or, a WWIl-focused tour might be of inter-
est, featuring the Nazi Party Rally Grounds and
other infamous sites.

DAY 8 — NUREMBERG

Enjoy another day in Nuremberg, a city known
for its toys, gingerbread, and sausages since the
Middle Ages. You might enjoy a unique tour under
the castle to see its secret rock vaults and learn
how Nuremberg protected its precious art trea-
sures during WWII.

DAY 9 - BAMBERG

One of Germany’s unrivaled masterpieces awaits
in the UNESCO World Heritage Site of Bamberg.
Dating back to the 9th century, the city extends
over seven church-capped hills, leading to its
nickname: Franconian Rome. A great selection
of RIVERSIDE CHOICE excursions is available,
including a guided visit to the four-towered cathe-
dral founded in 1004 AD, the quaint fishermen’s
huts lining the canals of Little Venice, and the
unusual Old Town Hall, built right in the middle
of the river in 1386! Or, you might enjoy a tour
focusing on the Rauchbier (smoked beer) the city
has been brewing for almost 900 years. For a
complete list of excursions available throughout
your cruise, visit our website.

DAY 10 - WURZBURG

Head out today to discover the wonders of Wurz-
burg.

One in particular steals
the show - the Gothic, twin-spired cathedral. With
