FRANKFURT TO DUSSELDORF - 4 DAYS / 3 NIGHTS

DUSSELDORF

Embark in cosmopolitan Frankfurt on the Main, the longest river flowing entirely in Germany.

Next, turn onto the peaceful waters of the Moselle, with a stop in Koblenz, where
the two rivers meet in a “monumental” way, and in Cochem with its imperial castle that pre-
dates 1130 AD. Return to the Rhine and head north to Dusseldorf for the conclusion of
your unforgettable cruise.

Lunch is back on board
as your ship cruises through the world-famous,
castle- and vineyard-filled Rhine Gorge. Along the
way, enjoy a UNIQUELY RIVERSIDE Rudesheimer
Coffee-making demonstration, followed by a tast-
ing of the unforgettable local specialty!

Sights here
include the OIld Town gate, old watchtower,
half-timber houses, and the impressive city
walls, which were built in 1332 and still stand
today.
