One of Germany’s unrivaled masterpieces awaits 
in the UNESCO World Heritage Site of Bamberg. 
Dating back to the 9th century, the city extends 
over seven church-capped hills, leading to its 
nickname of Franconian Rome. A great selection 
of RIVERSIDE CHOICE excursions is available, in-
cluding a guided visit to the four-towered cathe-
dral founded in 1004 AD, the quaint fishermen’s 
huts lining the canals of Little Venice, and the un-
usual Old Town Hall, built right in the middle of 
the river in 1386!
