DAY 4 – VIENNA

join us for an inside visit to the Habsburg rulers’ 
Hofburg Palace with its priceless Treasury, or 
how about an exciting day trip to another neigh-
boring Danube capital: charming Bratislava, 
Slovakia? See the highlights of the beautiful Old 
Town during a guided walk, followed by a tasting 
of authentic Slovak beer at a local brewery.

DAY 5 – VIENNA 
The magic of Vienna is everywhere you look! With 
RIVERSIDE CHOICE, discover it during an inside 
peek at the Habsburgs’ mighty Schönbrunn 
Palace, on a relaxed e-bike ride through Prater 
Park with its giant Ferris wheel, or at the 
renowned Spanish Riding School, where the 
famous Lipizzaner Stallions are trained.

Encounter the country’s rich culture during a visit 
to a traditional family home, discover a new 
favorite at a tasting of Slovakian wines, or marvel 
at the masterpieces found in the Danubiana Art 
Museum. Shopping in the Old Town is another 
great option, or a stroll up to the regal, 9th-centu-
ry castle. 

DAY 10 – TULLN / WACHAU VALLEY
Arrive today in the 2,000-year-old “Garden City” 
of Tulln. A fun RIVERSIDE CHOICE e-bike tour is 
available through the Austrian countryside, you 
can peruse one of Europe’s most unique organic 
gardening showcases, or join a UNIQUELY
