Afternoon arrival
in Koblenz, where the Rhine and Moselle Rivers
meet.

Alternatively, visit Marksburg, the only castle in
the Rhine Gorge that has never been destroyed;
or ride a cable car up to 16th-century Ehrenbreit-
stein Fortress.

After an easy start to the morning, arrive in mon-
umental Cologne, whose skyline is shaped by a
