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DAY | — FRANKFURT

Welcome to Frankfurt, Germany’s exciting hub of
international business and finance.

Tower and time in the medieval Old Town, home
to the iconic R&mer Town Hall and bustling Frank-
furt Christmas Market, which dates back to 1393
and attracts 3 million visitors annually.

DAY 2 — MAINZ / RHINE GORGE SCENIC

Your day begins with early arrival in Mainz. Found-
ed by the Romans in the 1lst century BC, settled
by the Franks, and an important part of the Holy
Roman Empire, Mainz was also an integral part
of Jewish life during medieval times. Finally, and
perhaps most famously, it was the birthplace
of Johannes Gutenberg, inventor of the printing
press. Through a RIVERSIDE CHOICE selection
of excursions, explore the Old Town and visit the
Gutenberg Museum to learn about the world’'s
first printing press; or join an expert guide in pe-
riod costume to learn about Gutenberg’'s upbring-
ing and what set him on his path as an inventor,
then explore the Old Town and enjoy free time
at the Christmas Market with its soaring Christ-
mas pyramid. Later, return to your ship for lunch
and cruise through the world-famous, castle-filled
Rhine Gorge.
