Welcome to Frankfurt, Germany’s exciting hub of
international business and finance. Embark the
luxurious Riverside Debussy and relax as your
personal Butler helps you get settled in. Tonight,
meet fellow cruisemates during your first gour-
met dinner on board.

DAY 2 - RUDESHEIM / RHINE GORGE
SCENIC CRUISING / KOBLENZ

Arrive after breakfast in the charming wine vil-
lage of RUdesheim. See the sights aboard the
Winzerexpress train, or soak in the Christmas at-
mosphere along the Drosselgasse, a 15th-centu-
ry cobblestone lane lined with Old World architec-
ture. Back on the ship later, enjoy scenic cruising
through the castle-lined Rhine Gorge and a
UNIQUELY RIVERSIDE demonstration of how to
make (and savor) a traditional Rudesheimer Cof-
fee. This evening, arrive in Koblenz, established
as a Roman military post around 8 BC. How
about a guided walk to the Deutsches Eck (Ger-
man Corner) monument, or a visit to impressive
Marksburg Castle? Your ship remains in port until
late, so consider checking out the local Christmas
Market to browse the artisan stalls, warm your-
self with a Gluhwein (mulled wine), and admire the
Baroque Town Hall's colorfully lit windows that
create an enormous Advent calendar!

DAY 3 — BONN / COLOGNE

With the light of the day comes the chance to ex-
plore Bonn, Germany’s cosmopolitan former capi-
tal and birthplace of composer Ludwig van Bee-
thoven. A menu of great excursions features the

cathedral, castle, Beethoven sites, and jolly Old
Town Christmas Market. Lunch is back on the
ship, along with the chance to freshen up before
your afternoon call in Cologne. Enjoy a guided
stroll through the historic district to visit the
awe-inspiring cathedral (symbol of the city and
home to the Shrine of the Three Magi) and one of
Germany’s most famous Christmas Markets. Im-
merse yourself in the pre-Christmas ambiance:
twinkling lights, beautiful carols and church bells,
gingerbread and almond cookies, and, of course,
original Nuremberg bratwursts, which have
played a central role in the city’'s Advent festivi-
ties for more than 700 years! Your ship remains
in port until late.
